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The Status of Troutdale’s Police and Fire Protection

City Council Considers  Permitting Leashed Dogs in Neighborhood Parks

Two of the most important services that
local government provides its citizens
are police and fire protection. The City
contracts with the Multnomah County
Sheriff’s Office for police services, and
with the City of Gresham for fire and
emergency services. Both contracts
were for 10 years, and both will be ex-
piring on June 30th, 2025. Your City
Council, and citizen groups, have been
hard at work investigating what is best
for our safety beyond that date. The cost
of both is over 7 million dollars annually.
It is paid from our “General Fund”. That
cost represents more than all of the
property taxes you pay into the Gen-
eral Fund.

In this article, I will cover our situation
with fire and emergency services. While
Gresham Fire and Emergency Services
does a good job, we have absolutely no
control over the quality of the service,

level of service, budget, and who the fire
chief is. Additionally, another political
entity, Fire District 10, owns the one fire
station in Troutdale. We also have no
say in their operations.

This is different from our police situa-
tion since Troutdale citizens get a di-
rect vote on who our Sheriff is (Nicole
Morrisey O’Donnell) and who our
Multnomah County Commissioner is
(Lori Stegmann). But with our fire pro-
tection, we have no say in how it is pro-
vided. And it will likely cost a lot more in
the future. In public meetings, the
Gresham City Council has been threat-
ening to substantially increase our cost
for fire and emergency services, by mil-
lions of dollars.

area have decided to do,
is to join a fire district.
Most of you have heard
of the Tualatin Valley
Fire District. They pro-
vide fire protection and
emergency medical ser-
vices to the cities of
Beaverton, Durham,
King City, Newberg,
North Plains, Rivergrove,
Sherwood, Tigard,
Tualatin, West Linn, and
Wilsonville. Joining, or
creating a new fire dis-
trict, will cost us more,
but it will ensure that we get a vote, and some control, over how our fire service is
provided. This is no small matter as Troutdale citizens call for help from Gresham
Fire on average over 120 times every month.

Over the next 18 months your City Council is going to be working hard to come up
with the best way to ensure that we are protected, and also have a say in how that
service is provided. Please reach out to City staff, or your City Council, if you have
any questions or concerns.

In addition to continuing with Gresham
Fire, the City Council is exploring other
options for fire services. The most com-
mon one, the one most cities in the metro

For many years, Troutdale Mu-
nicipal Code 13.20.160, Domes-
tic Animals, has generally pro-
hibited dogs and other domes-
tic animals from City parks.
Nonetheless, dog walking has
been a common occurrence in
most City parks. Citizen re-
sponses to a survey conducted
for the 2023 Parks Master Plan
indicated that formally allowing
more dog access in City parks
was a top-ranked priority among
the community.  To that end, the
City constructed an off-leash dog
park at Columbia Park that

Station, and at present dogs are pro-
hibited by code at all other City
parks pending additional designa-
tions by the City Council.  Follow-
ing on that initial step, the PAC is
recommending to the Council that
the parks (see box at left) also be
formally designated to permit dogs
on-leash.

The City Council held an initial dis-
cussion about this recommendation
at the January 23rd Council Meet-
ing.  The Council will consider a for-
mal resolution to designate these
parks as allowing dogs on-leash at
the April 9th Council meeting and the
public is invited and encouraged to
provide input either prior to or at the
meeting. The City Council would be
glad to hear how you feel about hav-
ing on-leash dog access to
Troutdale’s neighborhood parks to
best inform their final decision.

opened last October, and during
the second half of 2023 the
Troutdale Parks Advisory
Commitee (PAC) and City Council
began discussing changes to the
Troutdale Municipal Code to en-
able more parks to be opened to
dogs. On December 12th, 2023,
City Council adopted changes to
the ordinance, laying the ground-
work for the Council to designate
certain parks to allow leashed
dogs. Concurrently, the Council
formally designated Sunrise Park
and the Beaver Creek Greenway
as permitting dogs on-leash, as
well as a limited allowance at Co-
lumbia Park only to the extent nec-
essary to access the new off-leash
dog park. Dogs are still strictly pro-
hibited from entering the sports
fields at Columbia Park, as well
as the playground at Imagination

Spring is in the air in Troutdale,
and as the world wakes from its
cold dark winter slumber, the
Troutdale Parks team is prepar-
ing to welcome you to our City
parks and greenways to watch
the landscape come back to life.
A couple announcements as we
head into the growing season;

As plants begin to flower, pollina-
tors (including honeybees) will
begin seeking food. Please be
conscious of them if you plan to
treat any flowering plants or trees
on your property with pesticide
products, especially any contain-
ing chemicals in the neonicotinoid
group. It is especially important
to remind any landscaping con-

tractors who are working on your prop-
erty of this. In Wilsonville in June 2013,
a landscape contractor sprayed flower-
ing Linden trees with neonicotinoid pes-
ticides, resulting in the deaths of over
50,000 bees. Use of neonicotinoids on
Lindens was subsequently banned by
ODA, however they are still sold and can
harm pollinator insects if sprayed on any
actively- flowering plants.

Speaking of trees, Troutdale Parks is
continuing a partnership with
Friends of Trees in 2024, with the
goal of increasing planting density
and replacing street trees that have
been removed in past years. Through
Friends of Trees, Troutdale Residents
will be able to choose a nursery tree
from an approved planting list and plant
it at their residence for as little as $35.
Trees, but specifically street trees, offer
us valuable environmental services be-
yond just capturing carbon dioxide; they
provide shade that reduces the urban
“Heat Island” effect in summer, they re-
duce storm water runoff and flooding

during the
rainy months, and they protect pedes-
trians by slowing traffic speeds and
creating barriers between the sidewalk
and the street. If you are interested in

As spring moves into summer, we
should all keep in mind the need to pre-
pare for the possibility of wildfire.
Troutdale Parks will be hosting a se-
ries of fuels reduction events,
funded by a grant award from the
Oregon State Fire Marshall. These
clean-up events will primarily be focused
on neighborhoods adjacent to Beaver
Creek Canyon and the Sandy River.

“The connection is critical,” says Captain Asboe, “as it al-
lows us to work together, with the community, to identify
those challenges that are unique to the City of Troutdale
and develop strategies to address public safety concerns.”

  Ready, Set.... Garden!

Did you know what
you plant and how
you manage your
yard can affect the
amount of run-off
and pollutants that
enter our streams,

rivers, and groundwater? As you plan
for spring gardening and yard work,
consider how you can help manage
stormwater on-site!

Stormwater refers to the water run-off
during a rain event from roofs, side-
walks, driveways, and other impervi-
ous surfaces that enter the city’s
storm sewer system. This journey
across impervious surfaces means
stormwater can pick up pollutants
such as pesticides, fertilizers, bacte-
ria, and hydraulic fluids that eventu-
ally enter a stream, river, or ground-
water. In addition, large amounts of
precipitation may overwhelm the
storm sewer system and increase

the risk for localized flooding and ero-
sion. These consequences can be
mitigated by small actions you can
take in your yard!

Take the first step and plan for what
plants you might consider adding to
your yard this spring! While trees are
the best at capturing and absorbing
stormwater, native shrubs and ground
cover also help with stormwater man-
agement. Native plants have more
extensive and deeper root systems
compared to ornamental plants and
grasses. These root systems allow
for more water to be absorbed, filter-
ing pollutants out through the soil, and
mitigating flooding and erosion risk.
 If your yard has a lawn, consider re-
moving a section of it and replacing it
with native plants. This will not only
increase the amount of stormwater

 that gets absorbed into the soil and
help minimize run-off, but it may also
lower your water bill since native
plants require less water in the long
term. Native plants also attract ben-
eficial insects, birds, and other wild-
life that often struggle to find habitat
space in urban/suburban areas.

Don’t know where to start? Sign up
for the Backyard Habitat Certification
Program (BHCP)! After enrolling, one
of our skilled habitat technicians will
schedule an in-person site visit for
your yard and provide site-specific
recommendations on what to plant
where, as well as identify invasive
weeds, and talk in more detail about
stormwater management options for
your site, how you can reduce pesti-
cide use, and wildlife stewardship
options. Residential sites under one

acre and community sites (e.g., schools, places
of worship, multi-family housing units etc.) of any
size are eligible for the program!

The Columbia Land Trust and Portland Audubon
have collaborated since 2009 in the BHCP.
Troutdale’s first BHCP participant enrolled in late
2020, and to date, 26 Troutdale residents have re-
ceived a site visit from us! Join this community by
enrolling online at backyardhabitats.org or by us-
ing the QR code.
