You have a
chance of seeing Black-tailed deer, Lizzards, Chipmunks, Squirrels, Eagles,
Osprey, Ducks, Red-tailed hawks, California buzzards, Crows, Woodpeckers,
Swallows, Sparrows, Robins, Turtledoves, Killdeer, Chickadee, and Rough-
skinned newts.

Plant position coordinates in degrees, minutes, and feet were plotted with a
Garmin GPS 12 Personal Navigator.
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
